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The new Rpcapi32 dll uses CMW (instead of RPC) to communicate with the equipment. It is fully compatible with the previous version of the dll.

This work was described in the document “Unification of the passerelle in PS and SPS” by F.Chevrier and F.Locci – 12/12/2002

1. The implemented facilities

· General facilities

Any Visual Basic or Visual C++ applications will continue to work with the new dll without any modification of the client sources. As the previous dll it implements the following functions:

SyncRPC


GetRPCHotlinkIDs


GetRPCLastError


RemoveRPCHotlink


CreateRPCHotlink


GetRPCHotlinkData

These functions are described in the note PS/CO Note 98-33 (Tech) 14 December 1998 by I.Deloose

Any cmw accessible device can be accessed with the new dll. That is to say any PS, SPS…device properties can be read, written or subscribed to. 

Note: The subscription has not yet been implemented in the EXCEL VB macros.

· Timing facilities

The specific timing properties can be accesses as well..

CYCLECOMB, CYCLENAME, CYCLENO, CYCLEVALUE,CYCLEWIDTHS, GROUPS, LINENAMES, SCCYCLES, LNPROC,SUPER are implemented.

COMMENTS, FIRSTLINE,LASTLINE,MATRIX and VISTAR were removed from the Rpcapi32 dll facilities according to the operators since they are not used.

These properties are described in the note PS/CO Note 98-33 (Tech) 14 December 1998 by I.Deloose and in the note “Passerelle – EM requirements for Timing data access” by Frank Locci August 2003

· PlsLine

An empty PlsLine or a PlsLine=”ALL” means that the “read” is done for the current USER.
A PlsLine = “ALLALL” means that the “read” is done for each  USERs in LINES

· Access to information in Database

MBNO, CLASS, HOST , TELEGRAM properties have been implemented.

They take the information from “dbabco copub” in abc.devices table.

2. The installation of the new Rpcapi32 dll

This facility has not been yet installed. It will be done after the Rpcapi32.dll test with the PS operators.

The windows  start -> Settings -> control panel -> add/remove programs will install on your PC the new Rpcapi32 product

3. Files used by Rpcapi32

The Rpcapi32 product is saved on razor. The Rpcapi32 thread contains only the dll, the cmw configuration file and the list of authorized user. When released these files are moved to :
